These expressions are followed by ‘inactive verb forms’ – 
those that end in ‘r’ – for example, “tomar, comer, vivir” (to 
take, to eat, to live.)

Quiero    - I want/love 
Necesito    - I need 
Tengo que   - I have to 
 
(Same process as above)

Me gusta    - I like (It really means “It pleases 
         me”)

Aquí/allí    - here/there 
Ahora    - now 
Conmigo    - with me 
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
